Documents required to purchase a permit for foreigners:
A copy of the passport, a passport-sized photo to be placed on the permit. The permit is issued

immediately.

Permit duration:
The permit can be used for five days.

Documents required to purchase a permit for foreign students, provided that the
student is under the age of 30:

A copy of the passport, a passport-sized photo to be placed on the permit.

A document proving that the student is a student (a valid student card).

The holders of a (Cairo Pass) or (Luxor Pass), whether foreign visitors and foreign students, will be
granted a 50% discount if the other pass, Luxor Pass or Cairo Pass respectively, is purchased within the
same calendar year, with the following requirements

- The prices of (Cairo Pass) and (Luxor Pass) will be printed with a 50% discount applied.
- A copy or scanned image of the (Luxor Pass) will be reqested or taken when a foreign visitor or foreign
student obtains a (Cairo Pass) permit, and vice versa.
